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“Student Power - Connecting the World” Project
Fukushima from the outside, Fukushima from the inside, Fukushima in your heart...
The Great East Japan Earthquake and the accident at Fukushima's Dai’ichi power plant have suddenly propelled the name “Fukushima” into the global spotlight. However, the “quadruple-whammy” of damage caused by the earthquake, tsunami, nuclear accident, and harmful rumors are the only aspects of Fukushima that we see reported in the media. A year later, we are also concerned that the memories of the disaster may gradually be forgotten. 
From now on, the long-term restoration and reconstruction of Fukushima requires that we tell everyone within Japan and overseas of the reality of Fukushima, with a particular focus on the students who will be the leaders of tomorrow. 
Additionally, it is also desirable to expand a personal network centered upon students who perceive the reconstruction of Fukushima to be their own responsibility, and who by being involved with Fukushima, can actively support that reconstruction. 
Accordingly, we have gathered together university students from Fukushima Prefecture, and created the “Student Power – Connecting the World” Project. 
The project executive committee is planning to have students from around Japan and around the world visit Fukushima, and they will together visit the devastated areas. They will participate in a one-week study tour in which they can both understand the current condition of Fukushima, and think about both ways to communicate this reality, and the concepts behind the restoration and reconstruction of Fukushima. 
The executive committee is taking applications from students from around Japan and overseas to participate in the study tour with details as follows. We hope to see a good number of applicants!

<Program>
・Study tour period: June 10 (Sun.) to June 16 (Sat.) 2012
・Details:
 (1) Fukushima students’ project class. 
 (2) Visits to areas affected by the tsunami and nuclear accident, interviews, and interacting with local residents. 
 (3) Group work and presentation of results on themes such as "agriculture” and “tourism.” 
・Accommodation: 
Ryokan, other accommodations, and home stays within Fukushima City.
・Costs:
(1) A courtesy bus will operate from Tokyo Station, Haneda Airport, and Narita Airport to Fukushima. Participants will be responsible for the cost of transport to Tokyo Station, Haneda Airport, or Narita Airport. Additionally, participants may come to Fukushima by other methods than the courtesy bus, but these travel expenses will not be covered. 
(2) Costs for meals, accommodation, transport, and insurance during the time in Fukushima will be covered by the organizer. 
・Participants: 30 (10 students from within Japan, 20 students from overseas)
・Application conditions:
(1) University students of 18 years of age or over, any nationality. 
(2) Persons with information about, and an interest in the current situation in Fukushima, including regarding radiation levels. Note that the study tour will pass through and enter Iitate Village and other systematically evacuated areas while complying with Japanese laws. Persons who have in advance confirmed “advice and information regarding travel to Japan” bulletins published by Foreign Ministries or other similar governmental departments in their own countries. 
(3) For the convenience of interpreters, persons who can use Japanese or English. 
(4) Persons who can pay their own way to Tokyo Station, Haneda Airport, Narita Airport, or Fukushima. 
(5) Submission of a report (A4, 1 page, in Japanese or English) to be submitted at the time of application about “my reason for applying for this study tour, and my expectations.” 
・Application methods and deadlines:
Attach the report above to the application form (separate), and submit these by May 16(Wednesday) to the address below. 
*In the event of more applicants than places, applicants will be selected by ballot. Applicants will be notified of the ballot results directly by email by May 18 (Friday). Participants will be notified of details of schedules, etc., and applicants who were not successful will be notified of subsequent projects.
